Course Description
Peace is the wholeness created by right relationships with oneself, other persons, other cultures, other life, Earth, and the larger whole of which we are all a part.
-- Earth Charter
EDUC 589 is an inquiry into the nature, content, and pedagogical practices of peace educators around the world.  Its focus includes peace education for children and adults in both formal and informal educational settings and in contexts that range from relatively peaceful to intractably conflicted. The focus also includes peace education for post-conflict reconciliation.  Attention is given to the way that traditional education colludes in reproducing a culture of war and the transformations necessary to educate learners to build and live in a culture of peace.  The first of these is the creation of a caring, democratic learning environment.
Course Objectives
1. Create a participatory, cooperative, critical, caring democratic learning environment.
2.  Use the Earth Charter as a unifying framework for peace education.
3.  Develop a variety of practical curricular tools for use in peace education. 
4.  Explore the relationship between education and violence.
5.  Critically examine a variety of peace education curricula.
6.   Become familiar with a range of international cases in which peace education has 

      been used in conflicted situations.

Course Requirements/Activities
Class participation/assignments: Active participation in class discussions, activities, project presentations and questions and answer sessions is expected. Preparation for class and active contribution to the class is an essential part of learning in the course. 

Individualized option: With instructor consultation and approval students can specify the assignment or assignments they wish to complete to maximize their learning, as well as the criteria by which the assignments will be evaluated.  If you choose this option please submit a written plan specifying the activities or projects you wish to complete by February 28.  

Things to think about in choosing activities:

1) Since you’re essentially assigning this activity (or activities) to yourself, be as creative and imaginative as you wish to be in tailoring it (or them) to your passion so you can maximize your learning.  

2) On the other hand, if a more traditional option (e.g. a research paper on a topic of your choosing) meets your learning needs, that’s fine too and you’re still a good person.  You’re also welcome to choose the non-individualized option (below) if you’re more comfortable with that.
3) Remember that the individualized project or projects should be equivalent in scope and effort to more traditional instructor-driven assignments in a 3 unit course.

4) Seek to focus and chew off something well enough defined so that it can be done in a semester.  Many of us have the problem of choosing goals in such broad terms that they would require a lifetime, as opposed to a semester, for completion.  I’m glad to help you narrow things down if I feel this might be a problem.  

5) Please consider turning in a draft or drafts of your project at any stage of completion before it is due at the end of the course.  I’ll be glad to provide you with supportive feedback to strengthen the project as you’re working on it.    

Guide to submission of individualized option plan:

1) Describe exactly what you plan to do.  Include as many details as possible about the scope and nature of the activity or activities.  

2) Again, being specific, explain what you hope to learn from the activity or activities.  Are there particular goals you have, or questions you hope to answer for yourself in accomplishing this?

3) Thinking about your answer to #2, describe any criteria you’d like applied to your project(s) when complete.

4) Include a brief time-line that breaks down the activities into smaller steps and can guide you towards timely completion.  
The Non-individualized option:

Peace Education Research Paper and Presentation: Students will write a 12-14 page paper on a topic related to peace education chosen through discussion with the course instructor. Examples of acceptable topics might include: an exploration of any aspect of the theoretical foundations of peace education; an in-depth critical examination of a global peace education initiative; or the development of a curriculum unit in peace education.  The presentation will be about 15 minutes followed by a five minute question and answer session.   [Students who do the paper option without a case study should increase the length of the paper to 14-16 pages].
Case study:  Interview a San Diego area teacher who is implementing a peace education activity in her or his class.  In a four to five page write-up describe the context of the class, the teacher’s objectives, unit or lesson, and outcomes of the activity.  Critically evaluate the lesson including a description of obstacles the teacher faced in planning or implementing the activity.

SOLES Mandatory Syllabus Statements:

Accommodation of Disability

Grade of Incomplete
The grade of Incomplete (“I”) may be recorded to indicate (1) that the requirements of a course have been substantially completed but, for a legitimate reason, a small fraction of the work remains to be completed, and, (2) that the record of the student in the course justifies the expectation that he or she will complete the work and obtain the passing grade by the deadline. It is the student’s responsibility to explain to the instructor the reasons for non-completion of work and to request an incomplete grade prior to the posting of final grades. Students who receive a grade of incomplete must submit all missing work no later than the end of the tenth week of the next regular semester, otherwise the “I” grade will become a permanent “F.”

SOLES On-line Course Evaluations
